On Friday, December 5th, Santa
Clara High was freated to a program
about drug and alcohol abuse. The
presenfers are known as Teen Klick
Off (TKD), and thelr maln objective
Is to Inform people on the Issues of
alcohol and drug abuse,
recovery. SC was Informed through
skits acted out by the teenagers who
are recovering from alcohol or drug
addletlion and the "scenes" they
acted out were based on thelr own
personal experlences.

Tryshe Dhewvney Is the dlrector
of TKO, which was orliginated In
October of 1983. A professlonal
actor and a recoverling alcoholle,
Dhevney has made a career out of
these tralts by getting together
teenagers from varlous treatment
centers, and helping them to galn
the courage to share thelr
experlences In the hope that at the
end of the preformance, they
people wlser and less confused about

abuse.

The performers are Jayna, David,
Shawna, and Theo. Each suffered

from elther drug or alcohol abuse.
At the beginning of the performance

each defended themselves and thelr
